Based on this passage, how would you advise a Christian who is reluctant about 
speaking to others about Christ because of the potential opposition? 

4. Read Matthew 9:32-38.  How does this passage motivate you to persist in your efforts to stand with Christ and 
share the message of repentance and faith? 

5. Read Ephesians 5:3-16.  What are some of the compromises to which today’s 
Christians are particularly susceptible when they lose sight of their mission in the 
world?
