
WHAT TO DO WITH THE “DO-DO”
Deuteronomy 23:12-14

“Thou shalt have a place also without the camp, whither thou shalt go forth abroad: And thou shalt  
have a paddle upon thy weapon; and it shall be, when thou wilt ease thyself abroad, thou shalt dig  

therewith, and shalt turn back and cover that which cometh from thee: For the LORD thy God walketh  
in the midst of thy camp, to deliver thee, and to give up thine enemies before thee; therefore shall thy  

camp be holy: that he see no unclean thing in thee, and turn away from thee.”
 

1. Defiled MINDS
a. Then answered Peter and said unto him, Declare unto us this parable. And Jesus said, Are ye 

also yet without understanding? Do not ye yet understand, that whatsoever entereth in at the 
mouth goeth into the belly, and is cast out into the draught? But those things which proceed 
out of the mouth come forth from the heart; and they defile the man. For out of the heart 
proceed evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, blasphemies: 
These are the things which defile a man: but to eat with unwashen hands defileth not a man. 
(Matthew 15:15-20)

2. Defiled MOUTHS
a. And the tongue is a fire, a world of iniquity: so is the tongue among our members, that it  

defileth the whole body, and setteth on fire the course of nature; and it is set on fire of hell.  
For every kind of beasts, and of birds, and of serpents, and of things in the sea, is tamed, and 
hath been tamed of mankind: But the tongue can no man tame; it is an unruly evil, full of 
deadly poison. Therewith bless we God,  even the Father;  and therewith curse we men, 
which are made after the similitude of God. Out of the same mouth proceedeth blessing and 
cursing. My brethren, these things ought not so to be. (James 3:6-10)

3. Defiled “MOBILE HOMES” or BODIES!
a. Likewise also these filthy dreamers defile the flesh, despise dominion, and speak evil of 

dignities. (Jude 1:8)
4. Defiled “MEETING HOUSES or CHURCHES!

a.  Our Local Fellowships: Follow peace with all men, and holiness, without which no man 
shall see the Lord: Looking diligently lest any man fail of the grace of God; lest any root of 
bitterness springing up trouble you, and thereby many be defiled; (Heb. 12:14-15)

b. Our Temples of the Holy Ghost: Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the 
Spirit of God dwelleth in you? If any man defile the temple of God, him shall God destroy; 
for the temple of God is holy, which temple ye are. (1 Corinthians 3:16-17) (recall: Achan)

5. Defiled MORALS
a. Unto the pure all things are pure: but unto them that are defiled and unbelieving is nothing 

pure; but even their mind and conscience is defiled. (Titus 1:15)
b. Howbeit there is not in every man that knowledge: for some with conscience of the idol 

unto this hour eat it as a thing offered unto an idol; and their conscience being weak is  
defiled. (1 Corinthians 8:7)

6. Desired MINDSET!
a. Yea doubtless, and I count all things but loss for the excellency of the knowledge of Christ  

Jesus my Lord: for whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and do count them but dung, 
that I may win Christ, (Philippians 3:8)
