II. Examples of Faith (vs. 2-40)

	A. Creation (v. 3) 

	-Belief in the biblical account of creation, an excellent example of the kind of faith he illustrates and 
 commands in the chapter


	-Creation by God isn’t a matter of faith (Rom. 1:19, 20); creation from nothing (manner) by the Word of 
 God (means) is a matter of faith (Heb. 11:3; 2 Pet. 3:5)


-First Article of Faith: Creation Ex Nihilo (from nothing); God made the worlds by His word (Gen. 1:1, 14, 16, 19) 


-Not by His written word, but by the Personal Word, the eternal Son of God (John 1:1-3) and by His spoken Word (Ps. 33:6; Heb. 1:2. 3) 


-Theism: Before creation there was God who made all things from nothing; Atheism: Before creation 
 there was nothing. Something came from nothing; order came from chaos



Faith enables us to understand at least six things about creation according to Heb. 11:3: 
	
1) The worlds were not eternal. 
	

2) The worlds did not produce themselves. 

	
3) God made the worlds. 
	

4) God made the worlds with precision.  
	

5) God made the worlds by His Word. 
	

6) God made the worlds from nothing. 



-v. 3 demonstrates that faith is a certain belief of things not seen (Heb. 11:1); lays the essential 
 foundation for all other acts of faith.
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Practical Observations 

1) The Bible will never make sense until you have faith (Ps. 119:18; 1 Cor. 2:14). 



2) Hold fast to the biblical doctrine of creation.



3) Marvel at the kind of being God is.



4) Never rest satisfied until you come to know this God through faith in Christ (John 5:28, 29; 2 Cor. 4:6; Heb. 
    12:1-3; 12:25-27; 1 Pet. 1:23).
