“11 In the six hundredth year of Noah's life, in the second
month, the seventeenth day of the month, on that day all the
fountains of the great deep were broken up, and the
windows of heaven were opened.

12 And the rain was on the earth forty days and forty
nights.” Genesis 7:11-12

o The heaven — home of the sun, moon and stars.

“The heavens declare the glory of God; And the firmament
shows His handiwork.” Psalm 19:1

e The heaven — home of God and believers.

“I know a man in Christ who fourteen years ago—whether
in the body I do not know, or whether out of the body I do
not know, God knows—such a one was caught up to the
third heaven.” Il Corinthians 12:2

all believers will live with God forever.
