1. Gedaliah, a Jew, is made governor rather a Babylonian prince.

2. He swore an oath of good government over their dutiful labors, v 9-10.
3. Many Jews from many regions (v 11) came back to live under his rule being assured of
his faithful leadership in their homeland.

Baalis the king of the Ammonites (v 14) to launch a plot against Gedaliah. Baalis, an age_’oid .
enemy of the Jews, employs Ishmael as his instrument of malice against Gedaliah. When
Johanan learns of the conspiracy he warns Gedaliah (v 15). Gedaliah, a sincere man himsel
cannot believe that a fellow Jew would be a traitor. He was harmless as a dove, but ‘ti‘ad“‘»/
the wisdom of a serpent, Mt 10:16. ST ‘
