Questions

1 —(04:40) — In 2 Cor 12, Paul talks about going up to the 3rd Heaven and hearing inexpressible
things. What are your thoughts on people who have similar experiences in our modern age?

2 —(09:03) — When John the Baptist saw Jesus and proclaimed “Behold the Lamb of God who
takes away the sins of the world”. Did he know what that meant when he said it or was he
prophesying?

3—(11:47) — In John 3, Jesus talks to Nicodemus about unless you are born of the spirit and
water, you will not see the Kingdom of God. In 1% John 5:6-8, John says these 3 agree in 1 — the
water, the blood and the spirit. Please explain these two verses on the water and spirit.
