Why was this admonishment so important for the 
Corinthians, and what were they obviously missing out on because of their errant 
attitude? 

5. Read Philippians 2:4-8.  How does this passage exalt the virtue of humble 
service, and why, if it is so central to Christ’s ministry to us, is it something you 
don’t focus on more?
