Matthew 19:3-8 (ESV) And Pharisees came up to
him and tested him by asking, “Is it lawful to
divorce one’s wife for any cause?” 4 He
answered, “Have you not read that he who
created them from the beginning made them
male and female, 5 and said, ‘Therefore a man
shall leave his father and his mother and hold
fast to his wife, and the two shall become one
flesh’? 6 So they are no longer two but one flesh.
What therefore God has joined together, let not
man separate.” 7 They said to him, “Why then did
Moses command one to give a certificate of
divorce and to send her away?” 8 He said to
them, “Because of your hardness of heart Moses
allowed you to divorce your wives, but from the
beginning it was not so.

37 Jesus said to him, “You have seen him, and it
is he who is speaking to you.” 38 He said, “Lord, I
believe,” and he worshiped him.

Psalm 34:4-8 (ESV) I sought the Lord, and he
answered me and delivered me from all my
fears. 5 Those who look to him are radiant, and
their faces shall never be ashamed. 6 This poor
man cried, and the Lord heard him and saved
him out of all his troubles. 7 The angel of the
Lord encamps around those who fear him, and
delivers them. 8 Oh, taste and see that the Lord is
good! Blessed is the man who takes refuge in
him!

Genesis 3:9 (ESV) But the Lord God called to the
man and said to him, “Where are you?”

Titus 2:11-14 (ESV) For the grace of God has
appeared, bringing salvation for all people, 12
training us to renounce ungodliness and worldly
passions, and to live self-controlled, upright, and
godly lives in the present age, 13 waiting for our
blessed hope, the appearing of the glory of our
great God and Savior Jesus Christ, 14 who gave
himself for us to redeem us from all lawlessness
and to purify for himself a people for his own
possession who are zealous for good works.
Titus 3:1-7 (ESV) Remind them to be submissive
to rulers and authorities, to be obedient, to be
ready for every good work, 2 to speak evil of no
one, to avoid quarreling, to be gentle, and to
show perfect courtesy toward all people. 3 For
we ourselves were once foolish, disobedient, led
astray, slaves to various passions and pleasures,
passing our days in malice and envy, hated by
others and hating one another. 4 But when the
goodness and loving kindness of God our Savior
appeared, 5 he saved us, not because of works
done by us in righteousness, but according to his
own mercy, by the washing of regeneration and
renewal of the Holy Spirit, 6 whom he poured
out on us richly through Jesus Christ our Savior,
7 so that being justified by his grace we might
become heirs according to the hope of eternal
life.
