Call to Worship
Because our salvation is grounded in our union with a Savior who

has ascended to heaven and is there now, and since our weekly
corporate worship is an ascension in the Spirit to that throne



room of God, we take much of our Scripture today, including this
responsive call to worship, from that picture of heavenly worship
given to us in Revelation 4 and 5. In preparation you might read
the description in Revelation to get a feel for the back-and-forth
antiphony that is characteristic of biblical worship, and of the
speakers in this exchange and their context.

Reading from the Law

This passage, depicting the gifting of certain individuals in the
community of Israel with skill to build the tabernacle, the prototype
of the later Temple, speaks by way of type to us in the New
Covenant community, who are gifted by the ascended Christ, as we
shall see today, to build the true Temple, the Church, and obligates
us to be about using our resources and gifts to do it.
