Luke 11:37-41, Jesus...went in, and reclined at the table. 38 And when the Pharisee saw it, he was surprised that He had not first
ceremonially washed before the meal. 39 But the Lord said to him, "Now you Pharisees clean the outside of the cup and of the platter; but
inside of you, you are full of robbery and wickedness. 40 "You foolish ones, did not He who made the outside make the inside also? 41
"But give that which is within as charity, and then all things are clean for you.

Luke 16:15 You are those who justify yourselves in the sight of men, but God knows your hearts; for that which is highly esteemed among
men is detestable in the sight of God.

Test #1. Are you by the Spirit of Christ?
2 Corinthians 13:5 Test yourselves to see if you are in the faith; examine yourselves! Or do you not recognize this about
yourselves, that Jesus Christ is in you, unless indeed you fail the test?

* How know? Matthew 7:20 you will know them by their fruits.

» What is fruit? Galatians 5:22 the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 23 gentleness,
self-control;

* Totally new 2 Corinthians 5:17 if any man is in Christ, he is a new creature; the old things passed away; behold, new things
have come.

» Want to obey Romans 6:17 thanks be to God that though you were slaves of sin, you became obedient from the heart to that
form of teaching to which you were committed

Test #2. Do you Jesus in front of others
Matthew 10:32 Everyone therefore who shall confess Me before men, I will also confess him before My Father who is in heaven. 33 But
whoever shall deny Me before men, I will also deny him before My Father

Test #3. Do you openly and repent of sin
1 John 1:8 If we say that we have no sin, we are deceiving ourselves, and the truth is not in us.
1 John 1:9 If we confess our sins, He is faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.
1 John 3:9 No one who is born of God practices sin, because His seed abides in him; and he cannot sin, because he is born of God.

Test #4. Do you others sacrificially?
1 John 4:20 If someone says, "I love God," and hates his brother, he is a liar; for the one who does not love his brother whom he has seen,
cannot love God whom he has not seen.
