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A thankful heart is one of the primary identifying characteristics of a believer. It stands in stark contrast to pride, 
selfishness, and worry. And it helps fortify the believer’s trust in the Lord and reliance of His provision, even in the 

toughest times. No matter how choppy the seas become, a believer’s heart is buoyed by constant praise and 
gratefulness to the Lord.  (John MacArthur)  

Thankfulness to God is a recognition that God in His goodness and faithfulness has provided for us and cared for 
us, both physically and spiritually.  It is a recognition that we are totally dependent upon Him; that all that we are 

and have comes from God. (Jerry Bridges)

3. Give Thanks FOR PROTECTING MERCIES!  (11-16) 

4. Give Thanks FOR UNFAILING VICTORY!   (17-20) 
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You can & you must give thanks in thankless times! … (to summarize Psalm 9)… 
1. Jesus is PRAISEWORTHY (v.1-2)

2. Jesus is WARRIOR-KING (v.3-10)

3. Jesus is FULL OF MERCY (v.11-16)
