 allows the text to determine both the content and structure of the message 

derived from it. 

 is not topical but many topics will be covered in due time as the Word is 

unfolded. 

 is true to the original meaning of the text. 

 uses illustrations and examples that are biblical and relevant 

 seeks to apply the principles and truths drawn from the text to the needs to the 

contemporary audience 

 exhorts and challenges people to respond in obedience to the message of
