(i.e., vv.1-5) when we consider this classic text on Christ’s incarnation (vv.6-11)?  
What are some of the implications about Christian love that are often missed when 
we divorce the two sections of this passage? 

5. Read 1 Corinthians 13:1-7.  What impact might it have if your love looked more 
like this passage?
