The Lord's Supper 
The Sacrament of communion is a rite of fellowship between Christ and His people. We invite all 

who have been initiated into the family of God by baptism, and admitted to table fellowship by the 
leadership of this or some other church, to join in the communion service by faith. If you are unbaptized, 
or not a church member, please speak with the pastor or elders before the service if you would like to 
come to join in the Holy Supper.

23 And they will say to you, ‘Look, 
there! ’ or ‘Look, here! ’ Do not go out or follow them. 24 For as the lightning flashes and 
lights up the sky from one side to the other, so will the Son of Man be in his day.

28 Likewise, just as it was in the days of 
Lot—they were eating and drinking, buying and selling, planting and building, 29 but on 
the day when Lot went out from Sodom, fire and sulfur rained from heaven and destroyed 
them all— 30 so will it be on the day when the Son of Man is revealed. 31 On that day, let 
the one who is on the housetop, with his goods in the house, not come down to take them 
away, and likewise let the one who is in the field not turn back. 32 Remember Lot's wife. 
33 Whoever seeks to preserve his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life will keep it. 34 
I tell you, in that night there will be two in one bed. One will be taken and the other left. 
35 There will be two women grinding together. One will be taken and the other left.” 37 
And they said to him, “Where, Lord?” He said to them, “Where the corpse is, there the 
vultures will gather.
