v. 1 –  (You [p.]) praise Yah / Hallelu Yah,   (2 words –  ּהַלְלוּ  יָה)

     Blessed (is) the afraid of Yahweh man,   (5 words –  ַשְׁרֵי ־ אִישׁ  יָרֵא  אֶת ־ יְהוָהא )

in His commandments he delighted exceedingly.   (3 words –  ְּמִצְוֹתָיו  חָפֵץ  מְאדֹב )

v. 9 –  He has dispersed, he has given to the poor,   (3 words –  ִּזַּר  נָתַן  לָאֶבְיוֹנִיםפ )

     his righteousness is standing forever,   (3 words –  ִדְקָתוֹ  עמֶֹדֶת  לָעַדצ )

     his horn will be exalted in honor.
