➔ The LORD God enters the courtroom and states His case against

➔ NOTICE the Parties: The and the Inhabitants of the Land. 

 
    

1. The LORD’S Case: What is M__________—4:1 
 

 A. There is no t________ in the land 
 
 ➔ NOTE: Repetition of “there is not” 3 times! 
  
 ➔ EMETH (Hebrew for truth) =  “firmness,   

  faithfulness, truth … 1. reliability, sureness … 2. 
  stability, continuance … 3. reliableness” (BDB). 
 
 

 ➔ Examples:  
  1) denial of miracles in the Bible,  
  2) denial of possibility of absolute truth,  
  3) repetition of lies and absurdities as true, 
  4) punishment of those who hold views  
   contrary to the accepted standard,  
  5) censorship—removing free speech,  
  6) journalism by opinion to shape opinion 
   with no concern for facts/truth 
 
 
 B. There is no l________ l______ in the land 
 
 NO CHESED = “loyal love” or “unconditional love” 
  or “committed love” 
 
 ➔ Examples:  
  1) disloyalty to the Scriptures,  
  2) unfaithfulness to the Savior,  
  3) lovelessness in marriage, 
  4) no commitment in families,  
  5) in friendships 
  
 
 C. There is no k_______________ of God in the 
  land 
 
  1. The evil one is so clever: remove the  
   knowledge about God away from the 
   land, the people, the children, the 
    youth!   
 
  2. The vacuum is powerful: when the  
   knowledge of God is taken away, that 
   place will be filled with something!!
