#4 Grace Orientation

« Conforming or aligning our thinking toward people,
situations, and events with God’s grace policy.

 Grace means that God has freely given us everything we
need on the basis of who He Is and what Christ did on the
Cross.

 Grace orientation involves humility, is the basis for loving
others, treat others In kindness and graciousness, and also
Involves the development of our spiritual gifts (grace gifts).



#4 Grace Orientation

 Grace means that God has already freely given to us
everything we need (prosperity and adversity tests) to
advance to spiritual maturity.

 Grace means that our relationship to God Is not based
on our merit, activities, or actions.

2 Pet. 1:3, “seeing that His divine power has granted to us
everything pertaining to life and godliness, through the true
knowledge of Him who called us by His own glory and
excellence.

2 Pet. 1:4, "For by these He has granted to us His precious
and magnificent promises, so that by them you may become
partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the
corruption that is in the world by lust.”

Three areas of Grace
1. Grace before salvation: Common grace

Matt. 5:44, “But | say to you, love your enemies, bless
those who curse you, do good to those who hate you, and
pray for those who spitefully use you and persecute you,

Matt. 5:45, “that you may be sons of your Father In
heaven; for He makes His sun rise on the evil and on the
good, and sends rain on the just and on the unjust.”

Three areas of Grace
2. Grace at salvation: the sufficiency of the cross

Eph. 2:8, “For by grace you have been saved through faith, and
that not of yourselves; It Is the gift of God,

Eph. 2:9, “not of works, lest anyone should boast.”

John 3:16, “For God so loved the world that He gave His only

begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish
but have everlasting life.”

3. Grace after salvation: the sufficiency of Scripture, the
sufficiency of grace

2 Pet. 3:18, “but grow [by means of]| the grace and knowledge of
our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.”

Therefore
most gladly | will rather boast in my infirmities, that the
power of Christ may rest upon me.

2 Cor. 12:10, “Therefore | take pleasure In infirmities, In
reproaches, In needs, In persecutions, In distresses, for
Christ’'s sake. For when | am weak, then | am strong.” [NKJV]

2 Pet. 3:18, “but grow In the grace and knowledge of our

Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. To HIm be the glory both
now and forever. Amen.”

#4 Grace Orientation

. One of the first attributes associated closely with grace Is
thankfulness. We should cultivate a mentality of gratitude

Eph. 5:4, “neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor coarse
jesting, which are not fitting, but rather giving of thanks.”
Eph. 5:20, “aiving thanks always for all things to God the
Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ,”

Col. 3:17, “And whatever you do in word or deed, do all In
the name of the Lord Jesus, divind thanks to God the
Father through Him.”



#4 Grace Orientation

4. One starting point Is the realization that our position In
Christ, which gives us our new identity in Christ, Is that we

stand in grace.

Rom. 5:2, “through whom also we have access by faith

Into this drace in which we stand, and rejoice in hope of
the glory of God.”

1 Pet. 5:12, “By Silvanus, our faithful brother as | consider
him, | have written to you briefly, exhorting and testifying

that this Is the true grace of God In which vou stand.”



#4 Grace Orientation
5. This took place when we first trusted Christ as Savior.

Rom. 5:15, “But the free qgift is not like the offense. For If
by the one man’s offense many died, much more the grace
of God and the qgift by the grace of the one Man, Jesus
Christ, abounded to many.”

Rom. 5:17, “For If by the one man’s offense death reigned
through the one, much more those who receive [the]
abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness will
reign in life through the One, Jesus Christ.)”



#4 Grace Orientation

6. Jesus Christ Is the pattern we are are to follow.

2 Cor. 8:9, “For you know the grace of our Lord Jesus
Christ, that though He was rich, yet for your sakes He

became poor, that you through His poverty might become
rich.”



#4 Grace Orientation

/. Our worship of God Is In response to God’s grace. Thus
grace Is part of our mind set, our mental attitude when we

sing.

Col. 3:16, “Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all
wisdom, teaching and admonishing one another in psalms

and hymns and spiritual songs, sinding with grace in your
hearts to the Lord.”



#4 Grace Orientation

8. Grace orientation also means that we grow spiritually to
develop our spiritual gift to serve others.

Charismais used 17 times In the Epistles, but not at all In
the Gospels; Paul used it 8 in Corinthian Epistles, one of

them in 2 Cor.

Mostly It Is used to refer to spiritual gifts in 1 Cor. and In
Romans (1:11; 11:29; 12:6), but interestingly It Is used
3 times in Romans (5:15-16; 6:23).

1 Pet. 4:10, “As each one has received a gift, minister [serve]

It to one another, as good stewards of the manifold grace of
God.”

To Timothy, by interpretation, he is talking to Timothy, but
this relates to any gift.

1 Tim. 4:14, “Do not neglect the gift that I1s in you, which was
given to you by prophecy with the laying on of the hands of

the eldership.”

2 Tim. 1:6, “Therefore | remind you to stir up the gift of God
which is In you through the laying on of my hands.”

9. Grace orientation 1s manifested with kindness,
forgiveness, and compassion.

Eph. 4:32, “And be kind to one another, tenderhearted, by
foraiving one another, even as God in Christ forgave you.

Eph. 5:1, “Therefore be imitators of God as dear children

Eph. 5:2, “And walk in love, as Christ also has loved us
and given Himself for us, an offering and a sacrifice to

God for a sweet-smelling aroma.”

9. Grace orientation IS manifested with kindness,
forgiveness, and compassion.

Eph. 4:32, “And be Kind to one another, tenderhearted
foraiving one another, even as God in Christ forgave you.”

1 Pet. 3:8, “Einally, all of vou be of one mind, having
compassion for one another: love as brothers, be

tenderhearted, be courteous:”

3:17, “You therefore, beloved, since you know this
beforehand, beware lest you also fall from your own
steadfastness, being led away with the error of the wicked;
