The Bible claims it will stand forever. Isaiah 40:8 says:
�The grass withers, the flower fades, but the word of our
God stands forever.� The Bible says people will last forever.
Matthew 25:46 says: �And these will go away into eternal
punishment, but the righteous into eternal life.�

God�s Word is the only place where the truth of our eter-
nal destiny is found.

In order for God to remain just and still have fellowship
with man, He needed to have someone pay the penalty
for sin; either we could pay it ourselves or a
satisfactory substitute could pay it for us.

Jesus Christ, the God-man, was the only one who could
meet God�s requirements for a substitute. (See

Jesus Christ is the most unique person in history. He
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has two natures: human and divine. Because of His
human nature, He could identify with man�s problems.
Because of His divine nature, He is sinless and
therefore a fit substitute. The following passages point
out these traits.
