God considers all of our sins forgiven, and declares us righteous in His sight.

Christian lives.

» Sanctification is God’s work of us over our entire lives to be
more and more like Jesus.

* Both God and man must work in the process of sanctification.

* God saves us by His grace, and then gives us grace to His will.
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Phil 2.12-13 Therefore, my beloved, as you have always obeyed, so now, not only as
in my presence but much more in my absence, work out your own salvation with fear
and trembling,_13 for it is God who works in you, both to will and to work for his good
pleasure.

. There are three basic of sanctification.

. Sanctification the moment we are born again in Christ.

Titus 3.5 he saved us, not because of works done by us in righteousness, but according
to his own mercy, by the washing of regeneration and renewal of the Holy Spirit.

1 Cor 6.11 And such were some of you. But you were washed, you were sanctified,
you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and by the Spirit of our God.

Acts 20.32 And now | commend you to God and to the word of his grace, which is able
to build you up and to give you the inheritance among all those who are sanctified.

Because of this spiritual washing, we have been released from the
of sin.

Rom 6.18 ...and, having been set free from sin, have become slaves of
righteousness.

Rom 6.11 So you must also consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in Christ
Jesus.

Since we are dead to sin and free from it’s power, we should no longer allow sin
to us.

Romans 6.12 Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal bodies, to make you obey its
passions.

1 John 3.9 No one born of God, makes a practice of sinning, for God’s seed abides in
him, and he cannot keep on sinning because he has been born of God.

Rom 6.14 For sin will have no dominion over you, since you are not under law but
under grace.

The act of our sins is part of the process of sanctification.

* When we were born again, God forgave us of all our sins and washed us clean,
but we still new sins that must be purified.

1 John 1.8-9 If we say we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us.
9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us
from all unrighteousness.

Rom 6.19 For just as you once presented your members as slaves to impurity and to
lawlessness leading to more lawlessness, so now present yourselves as slaves to
righteousness leading to sanctification.

* The promise of being made perfect in Heaven should not make us lazy in our
sanctification, but to live more and more holy.

1 John 3.2-3 2 Beloved, we are God'’s children now, and what we will be has not yet
appeared; but we know that when he appears we shall be like him, because we shall see
him as he is._.3 And everyone who thus hopes in him purifies himself as he is pure.

* Sometimes our sanctification can stop and we can go spiritually.

Rev 2.4-5a But | have this against you, that you have abandoned the love you had at
first._5 Remember therefore from where you have fallen; repent, and do the works you
did at first.

Jer 14.7 Though our iniquities testify against us,
act, O LORD, for your name’s sake;
for our backslidings are many;

B. As Christians, we have been set free from the power of sin, but God does not
remove our sinful until we reach Heaven.

C.Until we reach Heaven, we desperately need God’s to battle our
remaining sin and grow in greater sanctification.

D.The Scriptures clearly teach that Christians will not be perfect in this life, and will
with sin until death.
