Children and Nursery 

Westminster offers a fully staffed 
nursery for children under three years 
old.  

At Westminster, we believe that 
children are an important part of our 
community, and we want them to learn 
to worship with us. Please feel free to 
keep your children of any age with 
you in the service, and please do not be 
uncomfortable with their cooing and 
whispering. They are learning to 
worship! 

Additionally, to help them worship, 
crayons, clipboards with sermon notes 
and coloring pages, as well as copies of 
The Jesus Storybook Bible, are available 
right outside the doors to the sanctuary. 

 

Discipleship at Westminster 

TAKE ROOT: During the school year, 
we come back together on Sunday 
evenings from 5:00 to 6:00 p.m. to meet 
in small groups and talk about God, 
faith, and life. We offer a fully staffed 
nursery for children four years old and 
under. We have discipleship groups for 
all ages five and older, including a 
discussion group for adults with Pastor 
Kris. Signs are displayed throughout the 
building during Take Root to direct you 
to the different groups.
