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THE GREATNESS OF GOD | ISAIAH 40:9-31

God’s greatness leads us to

Context: Isaiah is looking ahead to the end of the Babylonian exile and the return of God’s people to
the Promised Land. He reminds the people that God is both powerful and great, and he will restore
their strength. Because of God’s greatness, the people should worship him and trust in Him.

God’s Reassurance (v. 27-31)

Isaiah confronts the people’s complaining and proclaims God’s to them.

God’s Greatness (v. 12-26)

God is able to save his people,

God is here (v. 9-11)

The good news in that day was the defeat of Babylon and return to the Promised Land.

The good news today is Jesus has sin and Satan.
