Genesis 27:30-40

Main Point:
Learn from Esau’s rejection before it’s too late for you.

1. It’s possible to be a professing Christian and yet not receive the
salvation hoped for.

2. When this happens, there will be absolutely nothing that can be
done about it.

3. Instead, you will be cursed by God.

4. This rejection in the future will be due to your profaneness in the
present.

5. Learn from Esau’s rejection before it’s too late for you.
