Dealing with the death of your dream 
 
Genesis 37 
5Now Joseph had a dream, and he told it to his brothers; and they hated him 
even more.  6So he said to them, “Please hear this dream which I have dreamed” 
 
I have a Dream! 
1) Joseph’s dreams were specific and spectacular (37:5-10) 

a) Joseph had a privileged position
