trust, the foundation of all relationships “...under

C. His confirmation on earth and from Heaven

D. His temptation by the Satan

E. His statement of purpose

F. The preaching of the Kingdom of God

G. His miraculous works and authoritative teaching

H. His opposition from the divine council members

I. His announcement of divinity in the presence of the
council: the Transfiguration

J. His declaration of His confrontation with Jews and
Gentiles aided by rebellious council members
ending in death and resurrection

K. His presentation and offer of the Kingdom

L. Satanic infiltration into His circle of disciples
