2. Read Romans 5:15-21.  How can this rich theological section of Romans deepen your love for Christ and your

3. Read Romans 8:1-11.  How does full forgiveness in Christ motivate you to fight 

temptation instead of indulge in sin—as some would expect you to do if you know 
that you are not going to receive any condemnation because of Christ’s death? 

 
 

 
 
4. Read Hebrews 3:7-13 and 2 Corinthians 6:1-2.  How would you reply to 

someone who says, “I understand all the reasons I need to respond favorably to 
Christ, but I think I will do that at some point later in life”? 

 
 
 
 
5. Read John 3:19-20; 1 John 1:5-10 and Ephesians 5:6-11.  Why is there joy in
