The Final Warning & The Great Harvest
Revelation 14:6-20

I. Intro: G.I. Joe - the carrier pigeon that saved many lives

II. Exposition: God’'s messengers sent to warn people of the coming
final judgment

A. The last gospel call (w.6-7)
« Repent and give glory to God (w.6-7)

B. Pronouncement of the coming judgment (vv.8-11)
« Judgment against world empires (v.8)
« Judgment against all who worship the beast (w.9-11)

C. Apreview of the return of Christ and final judgment (vv.14-20)
« Christ gathers the wheat to put in His “barns” (w.14-16;
Matt 26:62; Matt 13:24ff)
« An angel gathers the grapes for the winepress of God’s wrath
(w.17-20; Matt 13:40)

ITI. Application: This passage gives us:
1. Acall to endure and finish our course well (v.12)
2. An encouragement to Look to the blessed hope that awaits us
(v.13)
3. Anurgent call to decide for Christ today
4. An urgent call to preach the gospel and pray for the lost
