Conclusion: In describing Jesus’ choice of disciples, Mark gives us a list of
their names, but he also gives us much more. He describes why Jesus chose
them. So they might be with Him. Everything else flows from this—
relationship. His calling reflected His love, what the Bible describes as God
delighting in them and us. Has this love changed you? Let us delight in His
great love for us so that we can love others too.
