Justification by faith establishes the promise.

A. Abraham and all his spiritual children are justified by faith
instead of by works (4:1-8).

was justified by faith

B. Justification by faith guarantees that God’s promise will
provide salvation to both Jews and Gentiles (4:9-16).

C. The faith of Abraham exemplifies the type of faith that
justifies those who believe in Jesus Christ (4:18-25).
