“Now when He had taken the scroll, the four living creatures 
and the twenty-four elders fell down before the Lamb, each 
having a harp, and golden bowls full of incense, which are the 
prayers of the saints. And they sang a new song, saying: “You 
are worthy to take the scroll, And to open its seals; For You were 
slain, And have redeemed us to God by Your blood Out of every 
tribe and tongue and people and nation, And have made us 
kings and priests to our God; And we shall reign on the earth.” 
Then I looked, and I heard the voice of many angels around the 
throne, the living creatures, and the elders; and the number of 
them was ten thousand times ten thousand, and thousands of 
thousands, saying with a loud voice: “Worthy is the Lamb who 
was slain To receive power and riches and wisdom, And 
strength and honor and glory and blessing!” And every creature 
which is in heaven and on the earth and under the earth and 
such as are in the sea, and all that are in them, I heard saying: 
“Blessing and honor and glory and power Be to Him who sits on 
the throne, And to the Lamb, forever and ever!” Then the four  
living creatures said, “Amen!” And the twenty-four elders fell 
down and worshiped Him who lives forever and ever.”

SERMON NOTES
Luke 22:1-30

1 Now the Feast of Unleavened Bread drew near, which is called Passover. 2 And the 
chief priests and the scribes sought how they might kill Him, for they feared the people. 
3 Then Satan entered Judas, surnamed Iscariot, who was numbered among the twelve. 
4 So he went his way and conferred with the chief priests and captains, how he might 
betray Him to them. 5 And they were glad, and agreed to give him money. 6  So he 
promised and sought opportunity to betray Him to them in the absence of the 
multitude. 7  Then came the Day of Unleavened Bread, when the Passover must be 
killed. 8 And He sent Peter and John, saying, “Go and prepare the Passover for us, that 
we may eat.” 9 So they said to Him, “Where do You want us to prepare?” 10 And He 
said to them, “Behold, when you have entered the city, a man will meet you carrying a 
pitcher of water; follow him into the house which he enters. 11 Then you shall say to the 
master of the house, ‘The Teacher says to you, “Where is the guest room where I may eat 
the Passover with My disciples?” ’ 12 Then he will show you a large, furnished upper 
room; there make ready.” 13 So they went and found it just as He had said to them, and 
they prepared the Passover. 14 When the hour had come, He sat down, and the twelve 
apostles with Him. 15 Then He said to them, “With fervent desire I have desired to eat 
this Passover with you before I suffer; 16 for I say to you, I will no longer eat of it until it 
is fulfilled in the kingdom of God.” 17 Then He took the cup, and gave thanks, and said, 
“Take this and divide it among yourselves; 18  for I say to you, I will not drink of the 
fruit of the vine until the kingdom of God comes.” 19 And He took bread, gave thanks 
and broke it, and gave it to them, saying, “This is My body which is given for you; do 
this in remembrance of Me.” 20 Likewise He also took the cup after supper, saying, 
“This cup is the new covenant in My blood, which is shed for you. 21 But behold, the 
hand of My betrayer is with Me on the table. 22 And truly the Son of Man goes as it has 
been determined, but woe to that man by whom He is betrayed!” 23 Then they began to 
question among themselves, which of them it was who would do this thing. 24 Now 
there was also a dispute among them, as to which of them should be considered the 
greatest. 25 And He said to them, “The kings of the Gentiles exercise lordship over 
them, and those who exercise authority over them are called ‘benefactors.’ 26 But not so 
among you; on the contrary, he who is greatest among you, let him be as the younger, 
and he who governs as he who serves. 27 For who is greater, he who sits at the table, or 
he who serves? Is it not he who sits at the table? Yet I am among you as the One who 
serves. 28 “But you are those who have continued with Me in My trials. 29 And I bestow 
upon you a kingdom, just as My Father bestowed one upon Me, 30  that you may eat 
and drink at My table in My kingdom, and sit on thrones judging the twelve tribes of 
Israel.”
