-The biblical doctrine of sonship has not always received the attention it deserves.

	-Sonship isn’t all there is to the Christian life. 



	-Sonship is central to the Christian life (Gal. 4:7; Eph. 1:5). 

		●Sonship is a basis of Christian conduct (Matt. 5:16, 48; 6:1). 


		●Sonship is a basis for prayer (Matt. 7:11). 


		●Sonhip is a basis for a life of faith (Matt. 6:31, 32).


	-Definition: sonship to God is that filial relationship between God and human beings, inaugurated in the 
 original creation, mutilated in the fall, renovated in the new creation, and consummated at the end of the 
 age.  



	●Sonship is the apex of creation (Gen. 5:1, 5; Luke 3:38). 



	●Sonship is the goal of redemption (Rom. 8:23, 29; Col. 3:10). 




→Spiritual sonship is the heart and soul of all true religion.
