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The War on Men 
by Owen Strachan 

Men—and masculinity in general—are under 
attack. For society to succeed, we need strong 
men to lead us in all areas of life. 

The idea that masculine men—assertive, risk-
taking, single-minded—are a problem to be 
solved threatens our whole society. The cultural 
elites cheering the decline of men are trying to 
erase God’s design for half of the human race—
the half that historically provides, protects, and 
leads for the good of others. The disappearance 
of the masculine ideal is bad news for men, and 
it’s terrible news for women. 

What will happen without men of courage and conviction? Who will do 
the hard jobs that no one else can do? Who will be left to face down evil, 
strengthen families, build churches, and bolster communities? Owen 
Strachan addresses those questions in this compelling new book, an 
inspiring blend of cultural analysis, biblical teaching, and passionate 
exhortation.
