What statements in these verses indicate the public aspect of the psalmist’s
thanksgiving?

Hebrews 2:14-15

What do these verses indicate about how the world views death? How is this
fear evidenced? According to verse 14, what did Christ accomplish through
His death? Compare Psalm 116:15 with Ezekiel 33:11. What is the noticeable
difference between these passages? Which verse describes how God will view
your death? How should that understanding impact your life today?
