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[. The Recipients of the Resurrection (v.20)

John 5:25-29 (ESV) “Truly, truly, I say to you, an
hour is coming, and is now here, when the dead
will hear the voice of the Son of God, and those
who hear will live. 26 For as the Father has life in
himself, so he has granted the Son also to have
life in himself. 27 And he has given him authority
to execute judgment, because he is the Son of
Man. 28 Do not marvel at this, for an hour is
coming when all who are in the tombs will hear
his voice 29 and come out, those who have done
good to the resurrection of life, and those who
have done evil to the resurrection of judgment.

Psalm 145:20 (ESV) The Lord preserves all who
love him, but all the wicked he will destroy.

A. The citizens of heaven.

Ephesians 2:1-7 (ESV) And you were dead in the
trespasses and sins 2 in which you once walked,
following the course of this world, following the
prince of the power of the air, the spirit that is
now at work in the sons of disobedience— 3
among whom we all once lived in the passions of
our flesh, carrying out the desires of the body
and the mind, and were by nature children of
wrath, like the rest of mankind. 4 But God, being
rich in mercy, because of the great love with
which he loved us, 5 even when we were dead in
our trespasses, made us alive together with
Christ—by grace you have been saved— 6 and
raised us up with him and seated us with him in
the heavenly places in Christ Jesus, 7 so that in
the coming ages he might show the
immeasurable riches of his grace in kindness
toward us in Christ Jesus.

1 Peter 2:11 (ESV) Beloved, I urge you as
sojourners and exiles to abstain from the
passions of the flesh, which wage war against
your soul.

Colossians 3:1-4 (ESV) If then you have been
raised with Christ, seek the things that are above,
where Christ is, seated at the right hand of God. 2
Set your minds on things that are above, not on
things that are on earth. 3 For you have died, and
your life is hidden with Christ in God. 4 When
Christ who is your life appears, then you also will
appear with him in glory.

B. The citizens of hell.

Ephesians 2:2 (ESV) in which you once walked,
following the course of this world, following the
prince of the power of the air, the spirit that is
now at work in the sons of disobedience—

2 Corinthians 4:4 (ESV) In their case the god of
this world has blinded the minds of the
unbelievers, to keep them from seeing the light
of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the
image of God.

John 3:19 (ESV) And this is the judgment: the
light has come into the world, and people loved
the darkness rather than the light because their
works were evil.

John 8:23 & 24 (ESV) He said to them, “You are
from below; I am from above. You are of this
world; [ am not of this world. 24 [ told you that
you would die in your sins, for unless you believe
that I am he you will die in your sins.”

[I. The Commander of the Resurrection (v.20)



A. The Savior from Heaven.

Philippians 2:5-8 (ESV) Have this mind among
yourselves, which is yours in Christ Jesus, 6 who,
though he was in the form of God, did not count
equality with God a thing to be grasped, 7 but
emptied himself, by taking the form of a servant,
being born in the likeness of men. 8 And being
found in human form, he humbled himself by
becoming obedient to the point of death, even
death on a cross.

Hebrews 2:14 & 15 (ESV) Since therefore the
children share in flesh and blood, he himself
likewise partook of the same things, that through
death he might destroy the one who has the
power of death, that is, the devil, 15 and deliver
all those who through fear of death were subject
to lifelong slavery.

1 Corinthians 15:1-4 (ESV) Now [ would remind
you, brothers, of the gospel I preached to you,
which you received, in which you stand, 2 and by
which you are being saved, if you hold fast to the
word [ preached to you—unless you believed in
vain. 3 For [ delivered to you as of first
importance what I also received: that Christ died
for our sins in accordance with the Scriptures, 4
that he was buried, that he was raised on the
third day in accordance with the Scriptures,

B. The Lord of all.

Acts 2:22-24 (ESV) “Men of Israel, hear these
words: Jesus of Nazareth, a man attested to you
by God with mighty works and wonders and
signs that God did through him in your midst, as
you yourselves know— 23 this Jesus, delivered
up according to the definite plan and
foreknowledge of God, you crucified and killed
by the hands of lawless men. 24 God raised him
up, loosing the pangs of death, because it was not
possible for him to be held by it.

Acts 2:32 (ESV) This Jesus God raised up, and of
that we all are witnesses.

Acts 2:36 (ESV) Let all the house of Israel
therefore know for certain that God has made
him both Lord and Christ, this Jesus whom you
crucified.”

1 Corinthians 15:20-27 (ESV) But in fact Christ
has been raised from the dead, the firstfruits of
those who have fallen asleep. 21 For as by a man
came death, by a man has come also the
resurrection of the dead. 22 For as in Adam all
die, so also in Christ shall all be made alive. 23
But each in his own order: Christ the firstfruits,
then at his coming those who belong to Christ. 24
Then comes the end, when he delivers the
kingdom to God the Father after destroying
every rule and every authority and power. 25
For he must reign until he has put all his enemies
under his feet. 26 The last enemy to be destroyed
is death. 27 For “God has put all things in
subjection under his feet.” But when it says, “all
things are put in subjection,” it is plain that he is
excepted who put all things in subjection under
him.

[II. The Transformation of the Resurrection
(v.21)

A. The body.

Romans 8:23 (ESV) And not only the creation,
but we ourselves, who have the firstfruits of the
Spirit, groan inwardly as we wait eagerly for
adoption as sons, the redemption of our bodies.

Romans 12:1 (ESV) I appeal to you therefore,
brothers, by the mercies of God, to present your
bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable
to God, which is your spiritual worship.

1 Corinthians 6:19 & 20 (ESV) Or do you not
know that your body is a temple of the Holy
Spirit within you, whom you have from God? You
are not your own, 20 for you were bought with a
price. So glorify God in your body.

Ecclesiastes 12:7 (ESV) and the dust returns to
the earth as it was, and the spirit returns to God
who gave it.

1 Corinthians 15:43-49 (ESV) It is sown in
dishonor; it is raised in glory. It is sown in
weakness; it is raised in power. 44 It is sown a
natural body; it is raised a spiritual body. If there
is a natural body, there is also a spiritual body.
45 Thus it is written, “The first man Adam



became a living being”; the last Adam became a
life-giving spirit. 46 But it is not the spiritual that
is first but the natural, and then the spiritual. 47
The first man was from the earth, a man of dust;
the second man is from heaven. 48 As was the
man of dust, so also are those who are of the
dust, and as is the man of heaven, so also are
those who are of heaven. 49 Just as we have
borne the image of the man of dust, we shall also
bear the image of the man of heaven.

1 John 3:2 (ESV) Beloved, we are God’s children
now, and what we will be has not yet appeared;
but we know that when he appears we shall be
like him, because we shall see him as he is.

B. The process.

Luke 23:43 (ESV) And he said to him, “Truly, I
say to you, today you will be with me in
Paradise.”

2 Corinthians 5:8 (ESV) Yes, we are of good
courage, and we would rather be away from the
body and at home with the Lord.

Revelation 14:13 (ESV) And I heard a voice from
heaven saying, “Write this: Blessed are the dead
who die in the Lord from now on.” “Blessed
indeed,” says the Spirit, “that they may rest from
their labors, for their deeds follow them!”

1 Thessalonians 4:13-18 (ESV) But we do not
want you to be uninformed, brothers, about
those who are asleep, that you may not grieve as
others do who have no hope. 14 For since we
believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so,
through Jesus, God will bring with him those who
have fallen asleep. 15 For this we declare to you
by a word from the Lord, that we who are alive,
who are left until the coming of the Lord, will not
precede those who have fallen asleep. 16 For the
Lord himself will descend from heaven with a
cry of command, with the voice of an archangel,
and with the sound of the trumpet of God. And
the dead in Christ will rise first. 17 Then we who
are alive, who are left, will be caught up together
with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the
air, and so we will always be with the Lord. 18
Therefore encourage one another with these
words.

[V. The Outcome of the Resurrection (v.21)

John 5:28 & 29 (ESV) Do not marvel at this, for
an hour is coming when all who are in the tombs
will hear his voice 29 and come out, those who
have done good to the resurrection of life, and
those who have done evil to the resurrection of
judgment.

Revelation 20:11-15 (ESV) Then [ saw a great
white throne and him who was seated on it.
From his presence earth and sky fled away, and
no place was found for them. 12 And I saw the
dead, great and small, standing before the
throne, and books were opened. Then another
book was opened, which is the book of life. And
the dead were judged by what was written in the
books, according to what they had done. 13 And
the sea gave up the dead who were in it, Death
and Hades gave up the dead who were in them,
and they were judged, each one of them,
according to what they had done. 14 Then Death
and Hades were thrown into the lake of fire. This
is the second death, the lake of fire. 15 And if
anyone’s name was not found written in the
book of life, he was thrown into the lake of fire.

Revelation 21:1-8 (ESV) Then [ saw a new
heaven and a new earth, for the first heaven and
the first earth had passed away, and the sea was
no more. 2 And I saw the holy city, new
Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God,
prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. 3
And I heard a loud voice from the throne saying,
“Behold, the dwelling place of God is with man.
He will dwell with them, and they will be his
people, and God himself will be with them as
their God. 4 He will wipe away every tear from
their eyes, and death shall be no more, neither
shall there be mourning, nor crying, nor pain
anymore, for the former things have passed
away.” 5 And he who was seated on the throne
said, “Behold, I am making all things new.” Also
he said, “Write this down, for these words are
trustworthy and true.” 6 And he said to me, “It is
done! [ am the Alpha and the Omega, the
beginning and the end. To the thirsty [ will give
from the spring of the water of life without
payment. 7 The one who conquers will have this
heritage, and I will be his God and he will be my



son. 8 But as for the cowardly, the faithless, the
detestable, as for murderers, the sexually
immoral, sorcerers, idolaters, and all liars, their
portion will be in the lake that burns with fire
and sulfur, which is the second death.”

Revelation 22:17 (ESV) The Spirit and the Bride
say, “Come.” And let the one who hears say,
“Come.” And let the one who is thirsty come; let
the one who desires take the water of life
without price.

Revelation 19:6-9 (ESV) Then [ heard what
seemed to be the voice of a great multitude, like
the roar of many waters and like the sound of
mighty peals of thunder, crying out, “Hallelujah!
For the Lord our God the Almighty reigns. 7 Let
us rejoice and exult and give him the glory, for
the marriage of the Lamb has come, and his
Bride has made herself ready; 8 it was granted
her to clothe herself with fine linen, bright and
pure”— for the fine linen is the righteous deeds
of the saints. 9 And the angel said to me, “Write
this: Blessed are those who are invited to the
marriage supper of the Lamb.” And he said to me,
“These are the true words of God.”

1]John 3:2 & 3 (ESV) Beloved, we are God'’s
children now, and what we will be has not yet
appeared; but we know that when he appears we
shall be like him, because we shall see him as he
is. 3 And everyone who thus hopes in him
purifies himself as he is pure.
