� Exposition: 5) The Allure Of The World – “Took” (Aor.Act.Part); leading one “in which you once walked, 
following the course of this world, following the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that is now at work in the sons of 
disobedience—” (Ephesians 2:2, ESV)  
 
6) Counterfeit Sovereignty – “Give Authority / Delivered to Me (Perf.Pas.Ind)” “And the beast that I saw was 
like a leopard; … And to it the dragon gave his power and his throne and great authority… Also it was allowed to make 
war on the saints and to conquer them. And authority was given it over every tribe and people and language and nation, 
and all who dwell on earth will worship it, everyone whose name has not been written before the foundation of the world 
in the book of life of the Lamb who was slain.” (Revelation 13:2–8, ESV) 
  
7)  Unholy Worship - One of its heads seemed to have a mortal wound, but its mortal wound was healed, and the whole 
earth marveled as they followed the beast. And they worshiped the dragon, for he had given his authority to the beast, and 
they worshiped the beast, saying, “Who is like the beast, and who can fight against it?”
