1. “Blessed” is about having the status
of God’s favor, not simply being in a
good mood.

2.The descriptions of righteous living
are not something we can do on our
own, but they are descriptions of
what we will do by God’s gracious
power.

3. The promises of the beatitudes are
eschatological and belong to every
believer in Christ!
