heard); °then the Lord knows how to rescue the godly from trials, and to keep the
unrighteous under punishment until the day of judgment,

Isaiah 54:9-10

as | swore that the waters of Noah
should no more go over the earth,

so | have sworn that | will not be angry with you,



and will not rebuke you.
10 For the mountains may depart
and the hills be removed,
