Application Questions

2. Read 2 Corinthians 12:7-10.  Explain how the answer “No” to one of your prayers turned out to actually be the 
answer “Yes” to a more profound and important prayer you had simultaneously been praying? 

3. Read Psalm 73.  How can you maintain a proper view of God’s goodness when it 
seems God isn’t answering your prayers for a “better” life? 

4. Read James 4:1-4.  List a few of the wrongly motivated, selfish, or worldly prayers 
you have prayed over the years. What might have been the result had God 
granted those self-indulgent requests? 

5. Read Psalm 103:1-5.  List some of the good and godly things God has done as 
you have persisted in praying?
