I. THE _________ OF SARAH’S WAITING FAITH (11:11a) 
 

“And he brought him forth abroad, and said, Look now 

toward heaven, and tell the stars, if thou be able to number 

them: and he said unto him, So shall thy seed be.”  

    Genesis 15:5 
 

“1 Now Sarai Abram's wife bare him no children: and she 

had an handmaid, an Egyptian, whose name was Hagar.

And Sarai said unto Abram, Behold now, the LORD hath 

restrained me from bearing: I pray thee, go in unto my 

maid; it may be that I may obtain children by her.

And he said, I will certainly return unto thee according to 

the time of life; and, lo, Sarah thy wife shall have a son. And 

Sarah heard it in the tent door, which was behind him. 

11 Now Abraham and Sarah were old and well stricken in 

age; and it ceased to be with Sarah after the manner of 

women. 

12 Therefore Sarah laughed within herself, saying, After I 

am waxed old shall I have pleasure, my lord being old also?

And the LORD said unto Abraham, Wherefore did Sarah 

laugh, saying, Shall I of a surety bear a child, which am 

old?

I will return unto thee, according to the time of life, and 

Sarah shall have a son.
