
A Statute Forever: Part 2 

Exodus 28 

Exodus 28:1–2 “Then bring near to you Aaron your brother, and his sons with him, 

from among the people of Israel, to serve me as priests—Aaron and Aaron’s sons, 

Nadab and Abihu, Eleazar and Ithamar. 2 And you shall make holy garments for 

Aaron your brother, for glory and for beauty.  

Exodus 28:3 You shall speak to all the skillful, whom I have filled with a spirit of 

skill, that they make Aaron’s garments to consecrate him for my priesthood.  

The holiness, glory, and beauty of his apparel associated him with God’s sacred 

space. 
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Exodus 28:4 These are the garments that they shall make: a breastpiece, an ephod, 

a robe, a coat of checker work, a turban, and a sash. They shall make holy 

garments for Aaron your brother and his sons to serve me as priests.  

Exodus 28:5 They shall receive gold, blue and purple and scarlet yarns, and fine 

twined linen.  

Exodus 12:35–36 The people of Israel had also done as Moses told them, for they 

had asked the Egyptians for silver and gold jewelry and for clothing. 36 And the 

LORD had given the people favor in the sight of the Egyptians, so that they let them 

have what they asked. Thus they plundered the Egyptians.  

God provides all that is needed to worship him 

Ephod  

Exodus 28:6–14 “And they shall make the ephod of gold, of blue and purple and 

scarlet yarns, and of fine twined linen, skillfully worked. 7 It shall have two 

shoulder pieces attached to its two edges, so that it may be joined together. 8 And 

the skillfully woven band on it shall be made like it and be of one piece with it, of 

gold, blue and purple and scarlet yarns, and fine twined linen. 9 You shall take two 

onyx stones, and engrave on them the names of the sons of Israel, 10 six of their 

names on the one stone, and the names of the remaining six on the other stone, in 

the order of their birth. 11 As a jeweler engraves signets, so shall you engrave the 

two stones with the names of the sons of Israel. You shall enclose them in settings 
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of gold filigree. 12 And you shall set the two stones on the shoulder pieces of the 

ephod, as stones of remembrance for the sons of Israel. And Aaron shall bear their 

names before the LORD on his two shoulders for remembrance. 13 You shall make 

settings of gold filigree, 14 and two chains of pure gold, twisted like cords; and you 

shall attach the corded chains to the settings.  

 

Breastplate of judgment 

Exodus 28:15–21 “You shall make a breastpiece of judgment, in skilled work. In 

the style of the ephod you shall make it—of gold, blue and purple and scarlet 

yarns, and fine twined linen shall you make it. 16 It shall be square and doubled, a 

span its length and a span its breadth. 17 You shall set in it four rows of stones. A 

row of sardius, topaz, and carbuncle shall be the first row; 18 and the second row an 

emerald, a sapphire, and a diamond; 19 and the third row a jacinth, an agate, and an 

amethyst; 20 and the fourth row a beryl, an onyx, and a jasper. They shall be set in 

gold filigree. 21 There shall be twelve stones with their names according to the 

names of the sons of Israel. They shall be like signets, each engraved with its 

name, for the twelve tribes.  

Revelation 21:19–20 The foundations of the wall of the city were adorned with 

every kind of jewel. The first was jasper, the second sapphire, the third agate, the 

fourth emerald, 20 the fifth onyx, the sixth carnelian, the seventh chrysolite, the 

eighth beryl, the ninth topaz, the tenth chrysoprase, the eleventh jacinth, the twelfth 

amethyst.  

Exodus 28:22–30 You shall make for the breastpiece twisted chains like cords, of 

pure gold. 23 And you shall make for the breastpiece two rings of gold, and put the 

two rings on the two edges of the breastpiece. 24 And you shall put the two cords of 



gold in the two rings at the edges of the breastpiece. 25 The two ends of the two 

cords you shall attach to the two settings of filigree, and so attach it in front to the 

shoulder pieces of the ephod. 26 You shall make two rings of gold, and put them at 

the two ends of the breastpiece, on its inside edge next to the ephod. 27 And you 

shall make two rings of gold, and attach them in front to the lower part of the two 

shoulder pieces of the ephod, at its seam above the skillfully woven band of the 

ephod. 28 And they shall bind the breastpiece by its rings to the rings of the ephod 

with a lace of blue, so that it may lie on the skillfully woven band of the ephod, so 

that the breastpiece shall not come loose from the ephod. 29 So Aaron shall bear the 

names of the sons of Israel in the breastpiece of judgment on his heart, when he 

goes into the Holy Place, to bring them to regular remembrance before the LORD. 
30 And in the breastpiece of judgment you shall put the Urim and the Thummim, 

and they shall be on Aaron’s heart, when he goes in before the LORD. Thus Aaron 

shall bear the judgment of the people of Israel on his heart before the LORD 

regularly.  

 

The Robe  

Exodus 28:31–35 “You shall make the robe of the ephod all of blue. 32 It shall have 

an opening for the head in the middle of it, with a woven binding around the 

opening, like the opening in a garment, so that it may not tear. 33 On its hem you 

shall make pomegranates of blue and purple and scarlet yarns, around its hem, with 

bells of gold between them, 34 a golden bell and a pomegranate, a golden bell and a 

pomegranate, around the hem of the robe. 35 And it shall be on Aaron when he 

ministers, and its sound shall be heard when he goes into the Holy Place before the 

LORD, and when he comes out, so that he does not die.  



Leviticus 16:4 He shall put on the holy linen coat and shall have the linen 

undergarment on his body, and he shall tie the linen sash around his waist, and 

wear the linen turban; these are the holy garments. He shall bathe his body in water 

and then put them on.  

 

The golden plate 

Exodus 28:36–38 “You shall make a plate of pure gold and engrave on it, like the 

engraving of a signet, ‘Holy to the LORD.’ 37 And you shall fasten it on the turban 

by a cord of blue. It shall be on the front of the turban. 38 It shall be on Aaron’s 

forehead, and Aaron shall bear any guilt from the holy things that the people of 

Israel consecrate as their holy gifts. It shall regularly be on his forehead, that they 

may be accepted before the LORD.  

 

 

Aaron shall bear them on his shoulders and heart 28:12, 30, 38 



Exodus 19:5–6 Now therefore, if you will indeed obey my voice and keep my 

covenant, you shall be my treasured possession among all peoples, for all the earth 

is mine; 6 and you shall be to me a kingdom of priests and a holy nation.’ These are 

the words that you shall speak to the people of Israel.”  

1 Peter 2:9–12 But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a 

people for his own possession, that you may proclaim the excellencies of him who 

called you out of darkness into his marvelous light. 10 Once you were not a people, 

but now you are God’s people; once you had not received mercy, but now you 

have received mercy. 11 Beloved, I urge you as sojourners and exiles to abstain 

from the passions of the flesh, which wage war against your soul. 12 Keep your 

conduct among the Gentiles honorable, so that when they speak against you as 

evildoers, they may see your good deeds and glorify God on the day of visitation.  

2 Corinthians 5:17–20 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation. The 

old has passed away; behold, the new has come. 18 All this is from God, who 

through Christ reconciled us to himself and gave us the ministry of reconciliation; 
19 that is, in Christ God was reconciling the world to himself, not counting their 

trespasses against them, and entrusting to us the message of reconciliation. 
20 Therefore, we are ambassadors for Christ, God making his appeal through us. 

We implore you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God.  

A statute forever 28:43 

 

1 Peter 2:24 He himself bore our sins in his body on the tree, that we might die to 

sin and live to righteousness. By his wounds you have been healed.  

Hebrews 10:1–14 For since the law has but a shadow of the good things to come 

instead of the true form of these realities, it can never, by the same sacrifices that 

are continually offered every year, make perfect those who draw near. 2 Otherwise, 

would they not have ceased to be offered, since the worshipers, having once been 

cleansed, would no longer have any consciousness of sins? 3 But in these sacrifices 

there is a reminder of sins every year. 4 For it is impossible for the blood of bulls 

and goats to take away sins.  

5 Consequently, when Christ came into the world, he said,  

  “Sacrifices and offerings you have not desired,  



but a body have you prepared for me;  

 6  in burnt offerings and sin offerings  

you have taken no pleasure.  

 7  Then I said, ‘Behold, I have come to do your will, O God,  

as it is written of me in the scroll of the book.’ ”  

8 When he said above, “You have neither desired nor taken pleasure in sacrifices 

and offerings and burnt offerings and sin offerings” (these are offered according to 

the law), 9 then he added, “Behold, I have come to do your will.” He does away 

with the first in order to establish the second. 10 And by that will we have been 

sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.  

11 And every priest stands daily at his service, offering repeatedly the same 

sacrifices, which can never take away sins. 12 But when Christ had offered for all 

time a single sacrifice for sins, he sat down at the right hand of God, 13 waiting 

from that time until his enemies should be made a footstool for his feet. 14 For by a 

single offering he has perfected for all time those who are being sanctified.
