Definition: Glorification is the perfect conformity of the believer to the image
of Jesus Christ, both in body and soul, which will take place at the resurrection
of the dead when Jesus Christ returns to earth.

Romans 8:29-30 2° For whom He foreknew, He also predestined 7 be
conformed to the image of His Son, that He might be the firstborn among
many brethren. 3 Moreover whom He predestined, these He also called; whom
He called, these He also justified; and whom He justified, these He also

glorified. NKJV)

John Murray says, “|Glorification] will bring to final fruition the purpose and
grace which was given in Christ Jesus before times eternal.”

Romans 8:19-22 19 For the earnest expectation of the creation eagerly waits for
the revealing of the sons of God. 2 For the creation was subjected to futility,
not willingly, but because of Him who subjected ##in hope; 2! because the
creation itself also will be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the
glorious liberty of the children of God.
