When Paul says rejoice in the Lord, he means the entirety of who God is and what
He has done for you, therefore you cannot rejoice in the Lord without a doctrinally
sound understanding of the person and work of Jesus Christ.

Joy issues from the nature of God, and it is intended to well up within those in
whom God’s Spirit dwells. It is not external; it is internal. It does not hinge upon
circumstances
