Titulo: El costo del discipulado
Escritura: Lucas 14:25-27

1. Introduccion:

a. Lo que tenemos ante nuestros 0jos hoy es uno de los
pasajes mas importantes de las Escrituras para la
consideracion.

b. En nuestro pasaje, Jesus mismo define lo que es el
discipulado. Jesus establece los criterios por los cuales
el discipulado de cualquiera es reconocido como
genuino.

I. Al hacerlo, Jesus clasifica cualquier otra
definicion de discipulado como falsa.

li. Agui nos recordamos que solo un discipulo
genuino de Jesus ha sido justificado y, por lo
tanto, ha sido hecho heredero de la eterna
promesa de salvacion.

c. Entendemos que, en nuestra cultura, la mayoria son
propensos a redefinir el discipulado y hacer que sea
algo mucho mas facil y sin compromiso que lo que
JesUs pretende aqui.

I. El peligro de una creencia fortuita o nominal en
JesuUs se nos presenta en Mateo 7:21-23 No todo
el que me dice: Sefior, Sefor, entrara en el reino
de los cielos, sino el que hace la voluntad de mi
Padre gue esté en los cielos. (22) Muchos me
diran en aquel dia: Sefior, Sefior, ¢no
profetizamos en tu nombre, y en tu nombre
echamos fuera demonios, y en tu nombre hicimos
muchos milagros? (23) Y entonces les declarareé:
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Nunca 0s conoci; apartaos de mi, hacedores de
maldad.

1. Aqui, nos encontramos con un futuro dia del
juicio en el que muchos se asombraran al
encontrarse fuera del reino. Este sera el
grupo, que ha redefinido lo que significa ser
un discipulo de Jesucristo. Encontraran que
Cristo nunca los conocio.

. Este es el peor de todos los destinos.

3. Este grupo estaba completamente
convencido de algo que no era cierto,
principalmente su discipulado.

d. Con el tiempo que nos queda entonces, consideremos
la Unica definicion verdadera de discipulado que
importa. La definicion presentada por Cristo mismo.

2. Versiculo 25: Muchos Afirman ser Discipulos: Grandes
multitudes iban con él; y volviéndose, les dijo:

a. En este primer verso de consideracion, estamos
iInmediatamente asombrados por la cantidad de
personas que estaban "siguiendo™ a Jesus. La Biblia
claramente dice que fue una gran multitud en
numero.

b. Notamos que esta multitud se acerco a Cristo. Lo
acompanaban en su viaje; en su mision

I. Aqui, encallamos en la definicidbn moderna del
discipulado. Hoy, mientras la multitud parece
estar siguiendo a Jesus, SOmos propensos a
declararlos Discipulos de Cristo. Después de
todo, concluimos, lo estdn acompariado.
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Este tipo de seguir es inaceptable a Jesus.

1. Jesus no estaba impresionado con los
nimeros en esta multitud.

2. Jesus no estaba impresionado con un
seguimiento nominal.

3.'Y hoy, Jesus no esta impresionado con la
asistencia a la iglesia, el diezmo o un
seguimiento fortuito de conveniencia.

4. Nuestras iglesias estan llenas de tales
personas. Las personas que vienen a la
iglesia, cantan las canciones, dan y tienen
algun tipo de asentimiento mental a las
verdades de las Escrituras. Somos rapidos en
declarar que los tales son cristianos, pero
Jesus no lo hace.

c. Nos enfrentamos al hecho de que Jesus, descontento
con este seguimiento nominal, les habla a esta
multitud y entrega algunas de sus ensefianzas mas
dificiles. El quiere definir para la multitud, y para
usted y para mi hoy, lo que realmente significa ser un
discipulo.

1. Jesus no quiere ningun malentendido. No quiere
que la multitud piense que el acepta su
"seguimiento” nominal.

Il. La exhortacion que sigue es para que todos la
escuchen. Es una cuestion de vida o muerte, de
vida eterna versus muerte eterna. Todos, no solo
Los Doce, deben escuchar lo que procede.

lii. Una mera profesion no hace un discipulo.
Necesitamos entender esto porque la eternidad
esta en la balanza.
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d. jEl verdadero discipulado tiene un costo!

3. Versiculo 26: Criterio 1 del Discipulado: Si alguno viene a
mi, y no aborrece a su padre, y madre, y mujer, e hijos, y
hermanos, y hermanas, y aun también su propia vida, no
puede ser mi discipulo.

a. Aqui, Jesus le dice a esta multitud que la devocion a si
mismo debe ser tan sincera que incluso el apego a los
padres y a los demas miembros de la familia no debe
ser un obstaculo para seguirlo. jCristo lo exige todo!

I. Para ser un discipulo, debe haber una rendicion
de todas las relaciones y de la propia vida.

li. Esto, amados, es una declaracion radical. Los
discipulos tienen que dar amor puro y sincero a
Jesus. Un corazon tibio es indicativo de un
corazon no salvado.

b. Lo que ha molestado a muchas personas es la palabra
“aborecer” que Jesus usa aqui. ¢Quiere decir el
Maestro que un verdadero discipulo debe detestar,
aborrecer, odiar a su padre y madre, esposa e hijos,
hermanos y hermanas?

I. Tenemos que leer las escrituras con las escrituras.
El pasaje paralelo aclara el significado de este
versiculo para nosotros. En Mateo 10:37 El que
ama a padre o madre mas que a mi, no es digno
de mi; el gue ama a hijo o hija mas gue a mi, no
es digno de mi;

Il. Entonces, el significado de “aborrecer” en
nuestro pasaje es amar menos en fervor. En todas
las cosas, Cristo siempre tiene que ser amado
maés. Tiene que tener la preeminencia
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1. Esto es el objetivo del Cielo. Miramos en
Colosenses 1:18 vy él es la cabeza del cuerpo
que es la iglesia, él que es el principio, el
primogeénito de entre los muertos, para que
en todo tenga la preeminencia;

a. El Padre ha exaltado a Jesus al lugar
mas alto y es el trabajo de la iglesia
hacer lo mismo. jTenemos que exaltar
a Jesus por encima de cualquier otro
amor!

li. Lo que el Salvador exige en Lucas 14:26 y otros
pasajes es la devocion completa, el tipo de lealtad
que es tan verdadero e inquebrantable que
cualquier otro apego, incluso el de la propia vida,
debe estar sujeto a él.

1. jEste es el llamado del discipulado! No hay
otra definicion aceptable.

2. Amados, ;hasta gué punto aman a Jesus?
Esta es la pregunta mas importante que
usted puede responder hoy. ¢Hasta qué
punto estas dedicado a la causa de Cristo?

3. iNo podemos simplemente seguir a Jesus,
sino que tenemos que estar completamente
identificados con El!

4. Versiculo 27: Criterio 2 del Discipulado: Y el que no lleva
su cruz y viene en pos de mi, no puede ser mi discipulo.
a. Y el que no lleva su cruz: la imagen es de un hombre
condenado que se ve obligado a tomar y llevar su
propia cruz al lugar de la ejecucion.
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b. Sin embargo, lo que hace el convicto bajo compulsion,
el discipulo de Cristo lo hace voluntariamente.

c. Acepta voluntaria y decisivamente el dolor, la
vergiienza y la persecucion que seran su destino
debido a su lealtad a Cristo y su causa.

I. jHay la voluntad de morir!

d. ...y viene en pos de mi: esta frase significa apegarse a
Jesus como su discipulo. Significa seguirlo, sus
ensefanzas y su manera de vivir.

I. Sequir a Jesus: Juan 8:12 Otra vez Jesus les
hablo, diciendo: Yo soy la luz del mundo; el que
me sigue, no andara en tinieblas, sino que tendra
la luz de la vida.

Il. Sequir sus Ensefianzas: 1 Juan 2:3-5 Y en esto
sabemos que nosotros le conocemos, Si
guardamos sus mandamientos. (4) El que dice:
Yo le conozco, y no guarda sus mandamientos, el

tal es mentiroso, y la verdad no esta en

éel; (5) pero el gue guarda su palabra, en éste
verdaderamente el amor de Dios se ha
perfeccionado; por esto sabemos que estamos en
el.

1. Seguir su Manera de Vivir: 1 Juan 2:6 El que
dice que permanece en él, debe andar como él
anduvo.

e. no puede ser mi discipulo. En otras palabras, no
pertenecen a Jesus. No son salvos. Seran rechazados
en el dia del juicio. jEllos seran los que lo llaman
Sefior, jSefior, y sin embargo El pasara a lo largo de
ellos porque son desconocidos para El!
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f. Resumen: “Si alguien desea ser considerado como mi
discipulo, debe negarse de una vez por todas, aceptar
decisivamente el dolor, la verglienza y la persecucion
por mi bien y por mi causa, dia tras dia, y luego debe
seguir en seguirme como mi discipulo. Debe
someterse a mi disciplina.

g. Amado, ¢eres un discipulo de Cristo?

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Title: The Cost of Discipleship

1. Introduction:
a. What we have before our eyes today is one of the most
Important passages of Scripture for consideration.
b. In our passage, Jesus Himself defines discipleship.
Jesus sets the criteria by which anyone’s discipleship
IS recognized as being genuine.

I. By doing so, Jesus categorizes any other
definition of discipleship as false.

Il. Here we remind ourselves that only a genuine
disciple of Jesus has been justified and therefore
made an heir of the eternal promise of salvation.

c. We understand that, in our culture, most are prone to
redefine discipleship and make it something far easier
and noncommittal than what Jesus purports here.

I. The danger of a haphazard or nominal belief in
Jesus is presented to us in Matthew 7:21-23 “Not
everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,” will enter
the kingdom of heaven, but the one who does the
will of my Father who is in heaven. (22) On that
day many will say to me, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not
prophesy in your name, and cast out demons in
your name, and do many mighty works in your
name?’ (23) And then will | declare to them,

Ii. ‘1 never knew you; depart from me, you workers
of lawlessness.’

1. Here, we encounter a future judgment day in
which many will be astounded to find
themselves outside of heaven. This will be
the group, which has redefined what it
means to be a disciple of Jesus Christ. They
will find that Christ never knew them.

. This is the worst of all fates.

3. This group was fully convinced about
something that was not true, primarily their
discipleship.

d. With the time that remains for us then, let us consider
the only true definition of discipleship that matters.
The definition advanced by Christ Himself.

2. Verse 25: Many Claim to be Disciples: Now great crowds
accompanied him, and he turned and said to them,

a. In this first verse of consideration, we are immediately
awestruck by the number of people that were
“following” Jesus. The Bible clearly states that it was
a great crowd in number.

b. We notice that this crowd got close to Christ. They
were accompanying him on his journey; on his
mission.

I. Here, we run aground on the modern definition of
discipleship. Today, as long as the crowd seems
to be following Jesus, we are prone to declare
them Disciples of Christ. After all, we conclude,
they accompanied him. This today, speaks of
commitment. But beloved, please notice that a
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nominal following of Jesus is going to be
unacceptable to Jesus Himself.

1. Jesus was not impressed with the numbers in
this crowd.

2. Jesus was not impressed with a nominal
following.

3. And today, Jesus is not impressed with
church attendance, tithing, or a haphazard
following of convenience.

4. Our churches are filled with such people.
People that come to church, sing the songs,
give, and have some sort of mental assent to
the truths of scripture. These today we are
quick to label Christian but Jesus does not
do so.

c. We are confronted by the fact that Jesus, unpleased
with this nominal following, turns to this very crowd
and delivers some of His hardest teachings. He wants
to define for the Crowd, and for your and | today,
what it truly means to be a disciple

I. Jesus does not want any misunderstanding. He
does not want the crowd to think that he accepts
their nominal “following.”

Il. The exhortation that follows is for all to hear. It
IS a matter of life or death, of everlasting life
versus everlasting death. All—not only The
Twelve—must hear what follows.

iii. A mere profession does not a disciple make. We
need to understand this because eternity rests in
the balance.
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d. True discipleship comes at a cost!

3. Verse 26: Criteria 1 of Discipleship: If anyone comes to
me and does not hate his own father and mother and wife
and children and brothers and sisters, yes, and even his own
life, he cannot be my disciple.

a. Here, Jesus tells the people that devotion to himself
must be so wholehearted that even attachment to
parents and the other members of one's family must
not be allowed to stand in the way of following Him.
Christ demands all!

I. To be a disciple, there must be a surrendering of
all relationships and one’s own life.

Il. This, beloved, is a radical statement. Disciples
are to give wholehearted love to Jesus. A
lukewarm heart is indicative of an unsaved heart.

b. What has bothered many people is the word hate
which Jesus uses here. Does the Master mean that a
true disciple must dislike, detest, abhor, loathe his
father and mother, wife and children, brothers and
sisters?

I. We must read scripture with scripture. The
parallel passage clears up the meaning of this
verse for us. In Matthew 10:37 Whoever loves
father or mother more than me is not worthy of
me, and whoever loves son or daughter more than

me is not worthy of me.

Il. Then, the meaning of hate in our passage is to
love less in fervency. In all things, Christ must
always be loved more. He must have the
preeminence
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1. This is heaven’s aim. We see in_Colossians
1:18 And he is the head of the body, the
church. He is the beginning, the firstborn
from the dead, that in everything he might
be preeminent.

a. The Father has exalted Jesus to the
highest place and it is the church’s job
to do the very same. We must exalt
Jesus above every other love!

1. What the Savior demands in Lukel14:26 and other
passages is complete devotion, the type of loyalty
that is so true and unswerving that every other
attachment, even that to one's own life, must be
subjected to it.

1. This is the call of discipleship! There is no
other definition acceptable.

2. Beloved, to what extent do you love Jesus?
This is the most important question that you
can answer today. To what extent are you
devoted to His cause; to His glory?

3. We cannot merely follow Jesus but we must
be fully identified with Him!

4. Verse 27. Criteria 2 of Discipleship: Whoever does not
bear his own cross and come after me cannot be my
disciple.

a. Whoever does not bear his own cross: The picture
Is of a condemned man who is forced to take up and
carry his own cross to the place of execution.
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b. However, what the convict does under compulsion,
the disciple of Christ does willingly.

c. He voluntarily and decisively accepts the pain, shame,
and persecution that is going to be his lot because of
his loyalty to Christ and his cause.

I. There is a willingness to die!

d. ...and come after me: This phrase means to attach
oneself to Jesus as his disciple. It means to follow
Him, His teaching, and His manner of living.

I. Following Jesus: John 8:12 Again Jesus spoke
to them, saying, “I am the light of the world.
Whoever follows me will not walk in darkness,
but will have the light of life.”

Il. Follow His teaching: 1 John 2:3-5 And by this
we know that we have come to know him, if we
keep his commandments. (4) Whoever says “1
know him” but does not keep his commandments
s a liar, and the truth is not in him, (5) but
whoever keeps his word, in him truly the love of
God is perfected. By this we may know that we
are in him:

iii. Follow His manner of living: 1 John
2:6 whoever says he abides in him ought to walk
In the same way in which he walked.

e. cannot be my disciple — In other words, they do not
belong to Jesus. They are not saved. They will be
rejected on the Day of Judgment. They will be the
ones that call Him Lord, Lord, and yet He will pass by
them for they are unknown to Jesus!
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f. Summary: “If anyone wishes to be counted as my
adherent, he must once and for all say farewell to self,
decisively accept pain, shame, and persecution for my
sake and in my cause—day in, day out—and must
then keep on following me as my disciple. He must
subject himself to my discipline.”

g. Beloved, are you a disciple of Christ?

5. Benediction:

a. Luke 9:26 For whoever is ashamed of me and of my
words, of him will the Son of Man be ashamed when
he comes in his glory and the glory of the Father and
of the holy angels.
