II. The Operation of Moses’ Parents’ Faith 

       v. 23: “By faith Moses, when he was born, was hidden for three months by his parents…”

	-OT Background: Ex. 1:8-10; 15-22


	-Reasons: v. 23: “…because  they saw Moses was a beautiful child…” (Ex. 2:2; Acts 7:20, 24, 25); v. 
 23: “…because they weren’t afraid of the king’s edict.”(Gen. 15:13-16; 46:3; Ex. 2:3-10) 









Practical Lessons

1) Faith obeys God rather than men, when the two are conflict (Prov. 29:25; Matt. 10:28; Acts 5:29). 




2) Faith lives in the world with its priorities regulated by the existence of an unseen God.
