Psalm 115 is a Psalm in which God'’s people expge&od that He should glorify Himself by
delivering Israel. Itis also a Psalm that expeegbe need for God’s people to trust in Him in
times of difficulty and it is a Psalm that demoat#s God’s people need to testify of God.

This Psalm breaks down nicely into five main themes
THEME #1 — The Psalm expresses a need for God to vindicatesélf. 115:1-3

her. Itis interesting how this Psalm begins. rélere two “not to us” statements. This is the
only Psalm that begins this way. What this shos/ssuhat the writer is solely interested in
glorifying God.

The writer wanted deliverance and blessing, busndhat they would be honored, but so that
God would be honoredThe writer does not ask God to help Israel becaudsrael deserves
it, but because_God deserves it.

In verse 1 the writer asks God to glorify Himself and His nanihe name of God refers to the
various names that God has given to Himself toakMés Person and Character.

As the writer opens the Psalm, as one commentatay “the spotlight should be upon God and
not us.” We must make certain that we never tiake God’s glory to ourselves (i.e. our
salvation). Glory belongs solely to God.

Now there are four stated reasons why God shouldicate Himself and glorify Himself by
helping His people:

Reason #1 Because God is a God of mercyl5:1a
The word “lovingkindness” is a word that refergtie mercy of God. The idea is that God’s

character has an eager desire and longing to giglgiand mercifully reach out to helpless
hurting people (William Geseniuslebrew Lexicon, pp. 293-294).
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The point of this is that if God would come to #id of His people, when they don't even
deserve it, this glorifies Himself because it digysl His mercy and lovingkindness.

Reason #2 Because God is a God of truth15:1b

God is a God who is always faithful to Himself aiid Word. God is a God who cannot lie
(Titus 1:2). God has made some great promisesst@pébple. He has promised them a great
future. He has promised that He will be with thana He will not fail them, nor forsake them.
By God helping His people, He glorifies Himself base He shows that He is a God of truth.
He remains faithful to His people, even if they ace faithful to Him.

Reason #3 Because it will silence the God-mocking natioa45:2

Apparently, pagan nations were mocking God foriRigtivity specifically in regard to Israel.
Israel was being dominated by foreign powers whoevwgaying, “where now is their God?”
When God’s people are being dominated by thingssiders can begin to question the existence
of God in their lives. But when God intervenebehalf of His people, it shuts their God-
mocking mouths. Israel needs to remember thig rigtv and so do we.

Reason #4 Because it will show that God does whatever Hessgnly pleases115:3

Psalm 103:19 says God'’s sovereignty rules over@dld reveals that He is absolutely sovereign
and it is time that God’s people believe this amiship Him because of this. We live in a
limited world and if someone can do something hesdband if he cannot do something he
doesn’t to it. God does whatever He wants at ang He wants. That is the sovereignty of
God.

By God coming to the aid of His people and elimimgtheir enemies and giving them
blessings, it shows that God can do whatever Hespteto do. The fact is no matter what is
happening, God’s providential sovereignty is tgtathdisturbed.

THEME #2 — The Psalm expresses a contrast between God arabthel115:4-8
In sharp contrast to the true God who does whatdegrleases, there are false idols who cannot

protect people, prosper people or empower pedgids may have certain attributes of a human,
but they are powerless and lifeless.

9), then to the priests—the
controllers of worshiggv. 10}, then to all who fear the LOR. 11).

All of these groups of people are admonished tst iruthe LORD. In contrast to trusting in
false idols, God wants His people trusting in Hiod’s people need to trust in Him for two
reasons:

Reason #1 God is their_help.

Reason #2 God is their_shield.

In other words, the true God of the Bible is théydaod who can help and defend His people.
People need to know this.
