Limitations to submission to human authority.
Need to beware of spiritual leaders who
1) Teach contrary to God’s Word—2 Pet. 2:1-3; 1 Tim. 6:3-5
2) Live sinful lifestyles—2 Tim 3:2-7; 2 Pet. 2:13-14, 18-19
3) Add their own legalistic restrictions to what God has commanded.—Matt. 23:23-26
a) Legalism binds, robbing of freedom in Christ.
b) Legalism blinds, masking the true heart condition.
