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Angels and humans are different,
but both worship the same God.

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3. Visions
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If you look at verse 19, Paul says that those
promoting these visions are not even
attached to the body (the church) and are
not even attached to the Head (Christ).
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Puffed up teachers who are promoting their
visions are not unified with Christ or the
body of Christ, so recognize them as such.

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We must guard against any teaching that
adds or subtracts from the saving message of
the gospel of Jesus Christ.

Paul say about peoples’ knowledge
of God. Do they know that there
one true God? Instead of
submitting to and worshipping the
true God what did these people do?

What was the
personal repercussions of creating
their own God? Read Romans 1:26-
31.

4. Do you find that when people make

up their own god, that their god
approves of their sin and does not
judge? Examples?
