o Take care to remember that human perception of “higher” things is deceptive, (vs. 19) 
� “Looking up” is not the same as “Looking up,” (LXX, “Looking Up / Seeing,” (Aor.Act.Part)), (vs. 19a) 

 

 "Thus the heavens and the earth were finished, and all the host of them." (Genesis 2:1)  
 

 "If then you have been raised with Christ, SEEK the things that are above, where Christ is, SEATED at the right hand 

of God. SET YOUR MINDS on things that are above, not on things that are on earth. For you have died, and your life is 
hidden with Christ in God." (Colossians 3:1-3)

o God will not accept any challenge to His sovereignty, (vs. 21) 
o God will not allow rebellion to go unpunished, (vs. 22) 
o God will not permit any substitutes to be offered, (vs. 23) 
o God will not tolerate any rivals to His nature, (vs. 24)
